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INTRODUCTORY NOTES

The Archive of Serbia and Montenegro, i.e., the Archive of Yugoslavia, with its
Guide through the Collections continues its series of publications — general informa-
tive resources — a guide through the funds and collections preserved in the Archive of
Serbia and Montenegro. The first book The Guide through the Funds of the Kingdom of
Yugoslavia was published in 2000. The intent was to offer researchers with this publica-
tion complex and complete information on collections the Archive holds.

The Archive stores 58 collections of archive material dating back from the middle
of the 19" century up to the middle of the 20t century. The majority of the collections
relates to the period of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia.

Creators of a larger number of these collections are distinguished statesmen,
party leaders, university professors, cultural and public figures. Important collections
from the period of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia: Milan Stojadinovic, Jovan Jovanovic
Pizon, Dobrivoje Stosovic, Hinko Krizman, Luka Pisteljic, Sava Kosanovic, Lazar Markovic,
Stanislav Milosavljevic, Adam Pribicevic, Dragisa Stojadinovic, Pera Soc, Stanislav
Krakov, Mihajlo Petrovic, Nikola V. Vulovic, Nikola Pasic, Cedomilj Mijatovic, Geca Kon,
Dragoljub Jovanovic, Djura Popovic, Aleksandar Cincar-Markovic, Ljubomir Davidovic,
Vojislav Jovanovic Marambo, lvan Subotic, llija Przic, Marko Garapic, Bozidar Vlajic,
Vitomir Korac, Rosa Levine-Mayer.

The period after World War Il contains the following collections: Veljko Vlahovic,
Mosa Pijade, Kiril Savic, Panajot Pljaku, Radovan Zogovic, Miodrag Zecevic, Leon
Gerskovic, Milutin S. Moraca, Nikola Ljubicic and Zivan Vasiljevic.

For each creator of the collections a short biography is presented, based on lit-
erature and files of the collections.!

Especially significant are the following collections: Memoirs Material, the
Revolutionary Workers Movement (collections of purchases and donations), the
Progressive Students Movement, Revolutionary Trade Unions, Political Convicts
in Correctional Facilities and Concentration Camps (Lepoglava, Bilec, Nis, Maribor,
Pozarevac, Sremska Mitrovica), Yugoslavs Followers of the Peoples Liberation
Struggle Abroad, Yugoslav Volunteers in the Spanish Civil War, Correctional Facilities
Administration (Pozarevac, Sremska Mitrovica, Maribor) - Convicted Communists
Obijects, Political Parties in the Kingdom of Yugoslavia, and other collections.

Valuable to researches is the Collection of Reproduced Documents. The collec-
tion consists of reproduced (photo and Xerox copies) of documents researched in ar-
chive institutions in the USSR, Bulgaria, Czechoslovakia, Germany, archive institutions
in Zagreb and Ljubljana and cities of the former SFRY.

Documents researched in Moscow and the Central Party Archive of the Marxism-
Leninism Institute with the Soviet Union Communist Party have for years been con-

They consist of material from: the Communist
International (Cl) - Section of the Communist Party of Yugoslavia, the executive bod-
ies of the Communist International (Cl EB), the Communist Youth International (CYI)
- Section of the UCYY, the Communist Youth International - executive bodies (CYI EB),
the Balkan Communist Youth Federation (BCYF), the Rural International Krestintern
(RI) = the Rural Movement in Yugoslavia, Rural International Krestintern (RI) - the
International Agricultural Institute (IAl), the Red Trade Union International Profitern
(RTUI) - Revolutionary Trade Unions in Yugoslavia and other material.

The remaining reproduced material within the collection researched in other
countries also holds exceptional significance to researchers — historians in enlightening
certain segments of historical events.

The texts on each collection contain the following facts and information: num-
ber and title of collection, collection call number, bordering years of the archive mate-
rial of the collection, the years of birth and death of the authors of the collections, the
quantity of the archive material of the collection, how the archive material is sorted,
the information media of the material, biographies of the creators of the collections (if
applicable) or the history of the creator of the collection, as well as basic information
on the contents of the archive material of the collection. Together with the number and
title of collections of certain individuals, their photographs are also provided. Only re-
garding several individuals photographs were not found in spite of intensive research.

Bordering years of archive material of certain collections do not coincide with
bordering years of the creators or their years of life. It should be taken into account that
certain holders of the material had submitted to the Archive different documents from
various time periods. The Archive bought some collections from holders, while receiv-
ing others in the form of donations.

The number of collections the Archive possesses is not final. Due to the fact that
the Archive possesses the archive material of a state that existed during an extensive pe-
riod of time from 1918 to 2006, under different names: the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and
Slovenes, the Kingdom of Yugoslavia, Democratic Federal Yugoslavia, Federal Peoples’
Republic of Yugoslavia, Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, Socialist Republic of
Yugoslavia and Serbia and Montenegro, expectations are that numerous former politi-
cians, public and cultural figures will hand over their legacies to the Archive.

By publishing the Guide through the Collections the Archive intended to offer
each researcher basic information on each of the collections and their contents, thus
referring researchers to desired topics and facilitating their research work.
